It was made on the occasion of the coronation of Ferdinand IV, who became the King
of Hungary at the age of 13. The mould portrays him in Hungarian clothing in an oval frame of leaves, with the
inscription FIIII. Above the frame are the arms of Hungary and Bohemia. The picture was modelled on the engraving of
Élias Wideman, which was also made in the year of the coronation.
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
