The cylindrical bowl and the hemispherical cover are of cut rock crystal. The setting and the rim of the base and the
bowl, the rim of the cover, the finial and the handle are of silver-gilt. The finial is decorated with and engraved arms
showing a rearing horse , as yet unidentified. The closest analogue is a tankard in a New York private collection, which
is attributed to a Salzburg workshop and dated to 1668.
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
