The decoration process also known as Tula-enamel is known as the typical Russian goldsmith technique of the
nineteenth century, following Italian Renaissance examples. The main idea of the decoration similar to enamelling is to
slush a black dollop containing a mixture of copper, sulphur, borax, silver and lead into the chiselled silver or gold
plate. After polishing the pattern stands out of the background. On the sides of the rococo coffee pot bucolic scenes
can be found within scrolls: a dame having a coffee with a cavalier a peasant and peasant girl with a basket of fruits.
Its pouring lip features stylised ornaments of barnacles and leaves.
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
