The horizontal prism shaped trousseau is held by four flattened bun feet. Its front is split to three inlay panels with four
painted, troughed, Corinthian half-columns. The body of the half-columns is made of wood layers cut diagonally. The
bases of the arcs within the side inlay panels emphasized with laths and their spans are decorated with tin rosettes. In
the emphasized middle field the entire surface is filled with tin rosettes and ornaments. The cover and its two sides are
framed. In the inside there are three drawers, and at the top rim there is a painted lattice decoration. According to the
inscription of the trousseau it is a masterpiece, the witness of an apprentice becoming a master. Locksmith Johannes
Teutsch must have been a wealthy citizen of Nagyszeben, who could afford to purchase this decorated wedding chest
for his beloved wife.
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
