The doors are decorated with two imaginary buildings showed in perspective. The perspective view is achieved by the
cobblestone paving of the courtyard in the picture. The two drawers in the plinth, the lower pilasters and the doors are
framed by lines of geometrical motifs. The sides also show geometrical decoration: lozenges painted with an ink
pattern. The lozenges are enclosed by a rectangular pine inlay. The missing upper part was once laid on the serrated
cornice, and was similar to the lower one. There is a companion piece, a chest, with similar intarsia, in the collection of
the Budapest Museum of Applied Arts. (Cat. No. 351.)
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
