The intertwined white, geometrical ribbons create a "bird's- foot" pattern. The colours are white, turquoise, yellow and
manganase. The tiles were described by Eva Cserey as being examples of the "cuenca" technique. The exact dating
of them is rather difficult, since the technique "cuerda seca" and the ribbon decoration, as well as the colours, were all
in use for three centuries. The technique originated from the Middle-East and was widely used all over Spain.
Analogues can be found in the collection of the Cologne Kunstgewerbemuseum.
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
