The pair of birds standing on the two sides of the tree of life has been present as a motif in all branches of art, from
ancient times. At first it had a symbolic meaning, e.g. in ancient mythology the dove was the symbol of love in Christian
art it was the symbol of purity, fidelity and peace. In folklore, the dove is one of the most popular motifs in embroidery,
pottery or woodcarving. Dékani used the folkloric interpretation but instead of the tree of life, the doves flank a richly
packed fruit bowl. The symmetrical dove pairs are separated by a flower-pot-like motif. The top edge of the lace is
straight the bottom is curved, enriched with picots.
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
