A light green silk cloth with a net pattern of vases and flowers. Its cut is straight, splaying downwards from the waist.
There is a slanted cut on the right front, with slots on the sides. The long sleeves are narrow the curved cuffs are
flapped back, ending in a pint. They are covered with yellow silk warped with silvergilt stripes. The edges and the cut
lines are breaded with yellow silk and metal stripes. The decoration of the button line is similar to that of the edges.
The coat can be closed by five metal buttons. The angle of the slanted cuts is emphasized by a bobbin lace of metal
thread, forming a heart of fan motifs the hip line is decorated with imitations of frogs and loops in relief embroidery of
metal thread, with a fringe at the bottom.

The dolman is said to have been worn by Joseph II (1741-1790), Emperor of Austria in his childhood. 
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
