On a rust-coloured base an oblique, wavy, asymmetrical pattern of metal thread. The repeat pattern is made of large-
scale, flat and plastically shaded foliage and the spine of the leaves is stressed by light-blue brocading, their border
being a row of disks on a stem. According to Dupont-Auberville, the patterns of similar silks are of Chinese origin, and
the place, where they were made is Venice or Lyon. Falke considers these textiles to be Spanish. According to Sloman
the model for these silk cloths are the fantastic floral ornaments of the linen of Java and India with printed pattern, and
they must have been made in Lyon — he called the pattern "bizarre".
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
