The semi-cylindrical body stands on four square- tapered legs. It is divided vertically into three fields, each showing a
painted panel with flower still-lives in the centre. The front middle field Ls a cupboard door. The frieze under the
horizontal top corniche is decorated by four ormolu herms and a painted urn, while the semi-elliptical top and the plain
rim are narrow, enriched with inlays. This piece was made in the manner of Hepplewhite.
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
