It stands on four prismatic legs. There is an open shelf under the plinth, surmounted by a cupboard of two doors that
are decorated with an inlaid design of a circle of differently sized spots. The top has a special compartment area for
the notes, divided into four vertical sections by three pierced lathe ribs. The straight top corbel and the corners of the
sides are carved with leaves, surmounted by an inlaid disk design over a wavy tendril.
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
