The embroidery follows the shape of the frame, leaving out the middle of the screen. The motifs follow the Turkish-
style patterns of seventeenth century Hungarian embroideries. At the bottom, in the middle there is a flower stem
created from three pomegranates placed one above the other, with large, slashed leaves, scrolling tendrils enriched
with rosettes and tulips springing from it. The three curves of the top part shows a symmetrical bunch of flowers in the
middle, with scrolling, flowery tendril on the sides. Architect Géza Gyoérgyi (1851-1934) first worked in the office of
Miklds Ybl, participated in the construction of the Castle Bazaar and the Opera. Later he also took part in the
construction of the royal palace, where, after the death of Ybl, he was assigned assistant of Alajos Hauszmann.
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
