The top and bottom borders of the fan are decorated with stylized, Art Nouveau leaves and flowers. Among them,
there are four young peasant boys and girls in folkloric clothing, holding hands and dancing. The design of the lace
was probably made earlier, since the figure of the girl is almost identical with a similar figure on a lace trimming from
1903 (see Cat. 9.54). This fan is one of the early Halas laces, in which Dékáni connected figures from Hungarian
peasant life with the playful contours of Art Nouveau.
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
