Its colour painted, signed, dated (“Z. T. 1879 21/XI”) plan sheet survived in Pécs at the Janus Pannonius Museum
(inv. no.: AD 61.447.46). Fagcon (mould) number: 553 décor (decoration) number: 334. The technical specialty of the
object is the colourful lustre glazing that can be seen on the tulip petals (oxidated calcination). Its ornaments follow the
pattern of late Renaissance Hungarian aristocratic embroideries and the seventeenth century North Hungarian and
Transylvanian faience vessels, at the dawn of the national ornament style. In her memoirs Teréz Zsolnay quotes her
father’s, Vilmos Zsolnay’s letter:“In your work a new, independent and dynamic Hungarian style is coming to life.
